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A.ESTABLISHMENT OF LPAI

The Land Ports Authority of India was
established under the LPAI Act, 2010 on Ist March
2012. It functions as a statutory body under the
Department of Border Management, Ministry
of Home Affairs with representation from allied
Ministries or Departments such as the Ministry
of External Affairs, Ministry of Commerce
and Industry, Ministry of Road Transport and
Highways, Ministry of Railways, Department
of Revenue, amongst several others. LPAI also
liaisons with the concerned State Governments
and respective Border Guarding Forces like
Border Security Force, Sashastra Seema Bal
and Assam Rifles deployed at several points
along India’s international border.

Land Ports Authority of India is mandated
to plan, develop, construct, manage and
maintain Integrated Check Posts, regulate
the functioning of various agencies working
at such check posts, coordinate with
several concerned government Ministries,
Departments and other related agencies for
regulating the entry and exit of passengers
and goods and establish the necessary
service facilities.

LPAI provides “single window” infrastructural
facilities such as warehouses, examination
sheds, parking bays, weighbridges etc. for
cross border movement of passengers and
goods at designated locations along India’s
international border. These ICPs apart from
housing regulatory agencies like Customs,
Immigration and Border Guarding Forces
also provide additional support facilities like
plant quarantine, animal quarantine, banking
services, parking etc. in a single sanitized
complex equipped with complete state of the
art amenities.

As per GFR 2017 Rule 130, minor works which
add capital value to existing assets but do
not create new assets are to be treated as
Original Works under Capital Head. An amount
of Rs. 28.32 lakh was spent on construction
work for repair & renovation work in cargo
terminal, civil work for BSF accommodation,
construction of additional cover shed at ICP
Petrapole (West Bengal) and the expenditure
has been met from grants for creation of
Capital Assets. The same was shown as
Repair and Maintenance in the accounts of
LPAI which resulted in understatement of Fixed
Assets and overstatement of expenditure in
repair & Maintenance by Rs. 28.32 lakh.

Fixed assets register was not maintained
properly as it did not depict details of all the
items and proper head-wise indexing was
also not done.

In the accounts of LPAI for the year 2019-20
it is observed that neither any provision of
retirement benefits has been made in the
accounts nor any accounting policy regarding
retirement benefits has been depicted in
the Significant Accounting Schedule. LPAI
stated that there is no regular employee
in this organization, all the employees are
either on deputation or on contract basis.
Therefore there is no need to make provisions
for pension and other retirement benefits of
regular service in this organization. This should
be disclosed in Notes to Accounts.
