ANNUAL REPORT FOR 2018-19

A. ESTABLISHMENT OF LPAI

1.

The Land Ports Authority of India was established under the
LPAIAct, 2010 on 1st March 2012. It functions as a statutory
body under the Department of Border Management, Ministry
of Home Affairs with representation from the Ministry of
External Affairs, Ministry of Commerce & Industry,
Department of Revenue and other stakeholders. LPAI also
associates with the concerned State Governments and
respective Border Guarding Force like Border Security
Force, Sashastra Seema Bal and Assam Rifles deployed at

the concerned border of India in its work.

Land Ports Authority of India is mandated to plan, develop,
construct, manage and maintain Integrated Check Posts,
regulate the functions of various agencies working at such
check posts, coordinate with various concerned Ministries,
Departments of the Government of India or other agencies
for regulating the entry and exit of passengers and goods and
establish necessary service facilities.

LPAI provides “single window” infra structural facilities such
as warehouses, examination sheds, parking bays, weigh
bridges etc. for cross border movement of passengers and
goods at designated locations on the international borders of
India. These ICPs apart from housing regulatory agencies
like Customs, Immigration and Border Guarding Force also
provides support facilities like Quarantine for Plants and
Animals, Banking, Parking, etc. in a single sanitized complex
equipped with all state of the art amenities. An ICP is broadly
divided into a passenger facilitation area and cargo area, for
separately processing imports and exports.

(ii) Strengthening of Human Resources

Two posts were filled up during 2018-19. These Two posts
comprised of one Under Secretary (Operation), one
Manager. Two Posts have been vacated during the FY 2018-
19 one Deputy Secretary and one Under Secretary. The
sanctioned strength of LPAI is 59 (35 for LPAI Secretariat +
24 for ICPs). The number of filled up posts including the two
postsfilled in 2018-19is now twenty two (22).

MEASURES TAKEN TO IMPROVE THE FUNCTIONAL
EFFICIENCY AND REVENUE OF THEAUTHORITY

The operating systems and procedures were further
streamlined at the functional ICPs. The cargo terminal
operations of functional ICPs are under the process of
computerisation to enhance efficiency in delivery of service
to the trade and also to bring in transparency. This will result

in faster turn around of vehicular traffic.

The tariff of functional ICPs has been rationalised keeping in
view the twin objectives of reducing congestion and

increasing revenue.

In order to ensure security and efficiency of the ICP
operations, AMC of various equipment like CCTV, STP and
repairs of Electronic Lorry Weigh Bridge (ELWB), X-ray

baggage machine etc. have been undertaken.

In Schedule 11, an amount of Rs. 77.22 lakh has been
shown under Investment —Other instead of depicting the
same under 'Other'. Misclassification error may be
rectified.

depicted an amount of Rs. 25.67 crore. The difference of
Rs. 0.27 crore needs to be reconciled.

2. Schedule —2 includes interest of Rs. 6.66 crore earned
during the year 2018 — 19. As per Rule 230 (8) of GFR —
2017, the amount of interest required to be deposited in
Consolidated Fund of India (CFIl). LPAI  neither
deposited the amount in CFI nor liability for the same was
created. This resulted in overstatement of Reserve and
Surplus and understatement of Liabilities by the like
amount.

Further, out of Rs. 6.66 crore of interest, Rs. 2.98 crore
was received and accrued amount of Rs. 3.68 crore was
receivable. However, the amount of Rs. 3.68 crore was
depicted as Pre Payments instead of showing it as
interest receivable under Current Assets Loans and
Advances (Schedule —11)

As per terms and conditions of sanction of grants-in- aid
issued by the ministry , the LPAI should establish its own
fund and all receipts of the Authority shall be credited in
that fund and all payments by the Authority shall be made
there from. However, no such fund has been created.
This was also pointed out in the last year's report but no
action has been taken by LPAI.

LPAI'had an amount of Rs. 3.95 crore as receivable other
TDS as of March 2019. Out of this, Rs. 2.66 crore was
pending for the period ranging from 2012-13 to 2017-18.
Efforts may be made to recover the outstanding dues.

Extension of tenure of Central Warehousing Corporation
custodianship with LPAI for the operation & management
of cargo terminal at ICP Agartala was for a period of
three yearsi.e. from20.11.2015t0 19.11.2018. LPAl has
not produced documents with regard to further extension
of agreement. However, CWC was engaged with LPAI for
the period beyond 19.11.2018.

Due to non-receipt of performance guarantee from the
service providers (e.g.Centeral Warehousing
Corporation), LPAIl Lost opportunity to safeguard its
interest on account of revenue generation at ICPs and
recovery of electricity charges as per the clauses of the
agreement. This was pointed out in last year's report but
remedial action is not taken.

SIGNIFICANTACCOUNTING POLICIES :

1.

ACCOUNTING CONVENTION

Basis of preparation of Financial Statements: The financial statements
have been prepared under historical cost convention in accordance with
generally accepted accounting principles. The Authority adopts accrual
system of accounting unless otherwise stated. Revenue from ICPs, Rent
and interest from Saving Bank Accounts and expenses such as salary,
electricity, telephone, professional services and other misc. expenses
are calculated on cash basis.

The form of accounts has been prepared in the format prescribed under
Section-13 of Chapter-IV and Section-14 of Chapter-V of the LPAI Act,
2010, which is in conformity with the format prescribed by Govt. of India
vide its communication bearing no. F-4-21/2002-45 dated Feb 25, 2003.

FIXED ASSETS

Fixed Assets are stated at cost of acquisition inclusive of inward freight,
duties and taxes and incidental and direct expenses related to
acquisition. In respect of projects involving construction, related pre-
operational expenses/income (including interest on loans/deposits for
specified project prior to its completion) form part of the value of the
assets capitalized. Assets have been capitalized as per details furnished
by RITES on the basis of running bills of the Contractor subject to
adjustment at the time for settlement of final bill of each ICP.

Fixed Assets received by way of non-monetary grants (others than
towards the corpus funds) are capitalized at values stated by
corresponding credit to Capital Reserve.

Value of assets adjusted, wherever necessary, under the head
addition/deletion during the year.

Work In Progress amount to Rs. 60.53 crore was added to the different
Fixed Assets i.e. Buildings and Furniture Fixture, Signage and office
Equipment during the year2018-19

DEPRECIATION

Depreciation is provided on Written Down Values as per rates specified in
the Companies Act, 2013 which is amortized over the residual life of the
respective assets.

In respect of additions to/deductions from fixed assets during the year,
depreciation is considered on Written Down Values.

GOVERNMENT GRANTS/SUBSIDIES

Grants-in-Aid: The Grant in aid received from Ministry of Home Affairs,
Government of India for the year considered on accrual basis and
provision has been made based on Grants sanctioned during the year.

Capital Grants : Government Grants of the nature of contribution
towards capital cost of setting up projects are treated as Capital
Reserve. Capital Grants received and interest accrued on it shown as
Capital Reserve in Schedule 2 of the Balance Sheet.

As per Rule-230(8) of General Financial Rule-2017 the interest earning
on GrantinAid amounting to Rs. 4.38 crore is shown in the accounts as
payable to Consolidated Fund of India, (PAO, Secretariat, MHA).

Government Grants/ Subsidy are accounted on realization basis.
